SB 350 orders the CPUC 

to direct electrical corporations to file applications for programs and investments to accelerate 

widespread transportation electrification. The total costs of the proposed projects and programs 

are approximately $573 million in today’s dollars over the five-year program period.  If the 

CPUC approves this application in its entirety in 2018, the following shows potential spending 

per year.
